Xavier College students volunteered for the morning on April 2 as part of their annual
community service project, with two groups of students supporting the Community
Environment Program. One group spent the morning removing litter from Eli Creek,
and in just 2 hours they collected enough rubbish to fill the CEP trailer. The second
group of students planted 150 trees and shrubs as part of a revegetation project at
Bunya Court, Eli Waters. Local residents Nicole and Jay Tiltman were concerned
about the lack of habitat for wildlife in their area, and with the support of Councillor
Rob Garland and the CEP, they have started to revegetate areas of the parkland op-
posite their home. The Xavier College students gave the project a real boost, with an
instant native garden bed the result. The project aims to provide habitat for birds and
other wildlife, as well as reduce unnecessary mowing in the park.
